Minneapolis/St. Paul, MN - The Minnesota Twins announced today that they have selectatight players in the
first six rounds of the 2008 FirstYear Player Draff including two in the first round and one sandwich pick The Twins
drafted outfielder Aaron Hicks with their first round pick ( 14t overall). Hicks, 18, who is a switckhitter and throws
righthanded, batted .473 (44for-134) with 12 doubles, five triples, 50 runs scored, 37 walksour home runs, 23 rbi and
37 stolen bases in 34 games and also had a record e?81.16 (72.1 ip,12 er) with 112 strikeouts and a batting average
against of .157 (41for-261) as a senior for Wilson High School in Long Beach, Californtde was a 2007 Aflac Al
American and his high school team began the 2008 seasordefense of their national titleranked number one overall in
the Baseball AmericA\ational High School Baseball Coaches Associati®oll.

He was named secondeam Louisville Slugger AHAmerican byCollegiate Baseball Magazin€onference USA Pitcher of
the Yar and first-team All CUSA after leading the team and league apponent batting average, total strikeouts and
innings pitched.
